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 The census conduced in 1844 and reproduced in the survey table of Greece, in 

1866 is, at first an arithmetical registration of the population of the Greek state of the 

time, enriched with elements of territorial charac ter. 

Such elements are the registrations, which are reported about the distances 

from the villages to the seat of municipalities, the seats of municipalities from seat of 

the province and finely the distance from the seat of the province to Athens.  

The aim of the collection of the census elements and the drafting of the Table 

by the publisher I. D. Stamatakis in 1846 is the support and the participation in the 

task of the  Public Administration ( especially the district) to the extent that the 

access, the disposition and  the use of  information contributes to the improvement of 

the organization,  of  the Public administration and eventually of the Greek state.  

The elaboration of the table involves at first the correction of cumulative 

errors and the pointing out of  some shortages, then a reformation of it’s structure take 

place with the reclassification  of all the data so us to come up separate conclusions 

and new data through further analysis  for the Prefectures,  the Provinces, the 

Municipalities and the villages of Greece. 

These elaborated data can be evaluated for further research and mainly in 

works with character of comparison and reports on data of other census of the same 

historical   period, for reaching conclusions in relation to the population o f  Greece.
