« Second Grade education standard evolution in Ionian Islands among years 1971-1998».

This work is placed in the search field of Educational Demography, special branch of Historic Demography and aims to imprint the evolutionary picture of education system at a very specific grade of it, the post-obligatory or second-grade education standard. The study area is the Ionian Islands and the search time range is between 1971 and 1998.

Τhis work’s goal is to describe the second-grade education standard evolution  and to bring out conclusions concerning the study area, the Ionian Islands. Thus, some of its more specific research goals are: composition of area’s education profile, through comparisons between prefectures of the islands, but also in terms of comparison to other Greek peripheral regions, and search of the influence that social and economic structures of the Ionian Islands exercise upon education standard of their inhabitants. Moreover, search aims to study the effect of broader Greek social phenomena, such as immigration and sub-fertility, on people’s education attitude and also to detect the effect of three education reformations (1976, 1981-85, 1997-98) as political initiatives that took place and were applied at study’s time range.

Bearer of this work’s material was a survey book edited by E.K.K.E., entitled «Population and Education in Greece: Evolution and Perspectives» which processes E.S.Y.E‘s (Greek National Statistic Service) census data of the years 1971, 1981, 1991 and provides a distinct statistic picture of Greek education.

Work’s methodology was based on re-composition of material provided for Ionian Islands, through making statistic boards in Excel logistic program, which finally guided to interpreting commentation on elements derived.

Work’s structure consists of two chapters: the first one analyses and interprets separately the education data of 1971, 1981, and 1991 census for Ionian Islands and also comments on the effect of these three education reformations, whilst the second one is an attempt on peripheral comparisons in order to mark out Ionian Islands position in pan-Hellenic scale.

 At the end, work’s conclusions about area’s educative profile are gathered together and recapitulated.
