Models of agricultural families in the area of Macedonia during the Mid-War period: the plane of Salonika

This paper is aiming at the examination of different types of agricultural families, which developed in the area of Macedonia, especially in the agricultural district of Salonika during the Midwar. The agrieconomical  researches of typical homogeneous districts of Greek countryside and   typical agricultural families, which had been carried out by the Greek government during its trying to apply an agricultural policy in the Midwar was the basic keystone for the elaboration of this paper.

This paper includes three different thematic parts, which deal with following subjects:

At first, the significant importance of geographic area of Salonika’s district is analyzed in the perspective of geomorphology, climate and geology. It is considered that earth, water and climate are of the most determinative factors which guide the permanent installation of population and influence the quality and quantity of agricultural produce as well.

In the second part, the demographic changes that took place in the district of Salonika from the beginning of 20th century until the treaty of Lausanne in the 1923, is the main subject that is developed. The enormous tide of refugees towards Greece and the trying of refugees’ settlement in the agricultural districts of New Countries are the points that are analyzed on the basis of quantitative and quantitative data of villages of the Salonika district. This part is focused on certain issues such as the composition, the origin and the development of population, the agricultural settlement of refugees in the context of agricultural reform and the loans that the settled refugees and natives had taken as well.

At last, it is tried to be researched thoroughly the enormity of agricultural population of Salonika district, the special social features of the newly-created settlements’ dwellers, the quantity and quality of effective work-force and their abilities to contribute in the improvement of living conditions and in the increase of agricultural family and national income.

In conclusion, the agronomist researchers during Midwar succeeded in the communication and the acquaintance between the Agricultural Bank of Greece and Greek farmers in order to become improvement’ plans not only for private agricultural micro-economies, but also for the kind, the terms and the purpose of loans that were demanded.
