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Domestic violence incidents against women are very widespread specifically in our times where human freedom and dignity tend to lose their meaning. ¶ This research concerning the incidents of domestic violence against women in Greece confronts the phenomenon as a violation of human rights and a social problem that is seriously connected with the matter of inequality between the two genders.  

A paradox is observed while women, who have always suffered due to “strange” discriminations and prohibitions and are still in many countries in a very unfavourable position, are not the ones that moved from feeling of unfairness develop violent behaviour. ¶ 

¶It appears that the ill-treatment begins from the perception that dominates the genders: ¶that one gender (man) is "powerful", "superior" from the other (woman) and despite the fact that it possesses the power in each aspect of social, economic and political life, develops more often violent behaviour against the "feeble" women, the victims. ¶
This is a ¶ pilot research of the mythology of the matter of Domestic violence that focuses specifically on the social-demographic characteristics of the victim and of the perpetrator and represents the contradictions that are found regarding the opinion that the common people have for the phenomenon and the real situation that the victims experience. ¶
Also ¶in  it describes the efforts and the measures that are taken by the Greek government and the responsible institutions in the frames of the European Union for the confrontation of phenomenon.
In the end i¶t assembles information on the existing Government strategies for prevention and for the policies that the Greek government takes to support the women – victims. 
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
