CONSOLIDATIONS OF SMALL PRIMARY SCHOOLS

THE SCHOOL UNIT OF AGROS

Τhe demographic shrinkage of the countryside and the need for better organization of primary education led to the consolidation of many small primary schools.
School consolidation is an issue with social, political and financial consequences.
This study examines one out of hundreds of school consolidations, which took place in the prefecture of Corfu during the last few years. In the prefecture of Corfu, primary schools consolidation was accelerated by the presence of many small settlements.
Three fundamental issues are examined in this study:

1. The reasons which led to the consolidation of St’George’s schools into the school unit,

2. The effects of this particular consolidation on the educational system and social situation of St’George’s municipality.

3. The changes and developments of the school’s human resources up to date.
The school unit of Agros clearly upgraded the educational system in the municipality of St’George.

The population of Agros is increased with the foreigners.
However, the demographic shrinkage goes on. More specifically, looking the number of the students and births, Agros which is the capital of St’George’s municipality, gains population, while the remaining villages weaken.
