POPULATION AND ADMINISTRATION OF THE GREEK STATE IN THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY.

This study is a description of the Greek State’s population, in the beginning of the twentieth century.
The study describes the Greek State’s population just before the Balkan Wars begin. At that time the Greek State consisted of the following regions: Peloponnesus, Sterea Ellada, Kyklades, Evia, Ionian islands, Thessaly, Arta.
The study refers to the country’s administrative division, which happened in 1899 and population census, which took place in 1907.
In the study, the population and size off  all European countries are being presented. Census data, with regards to immigration, sex, nationality, language, Social class, education, religion and occupation are being shortly presented.
The classification of countries, provinces and municipalities, which regards to the population are being described.
Finally the Greeks living abroad are being accounted for.
