«Medical diagnosis evaluation by the cytological laboratory of Corfu General Hospital»

During the 1st semester of 2003 and 2004 and the first three months of 2005, 1820 cytological examinations of hospitalized and non-hospitalized were studied in the cytological laboratory of the General Hospital of Corfu. There was a sampling of 10% of patients (1820 patients in total) and for each patient the following information was registered: The type of cytological examination, the result of the examination, the gender, the age, the place of residence and finally the number of abortions (for women only).

   The main conclusions reached are quoted as follows: It seems that the invention of cancerous cells tested by Georgious Papanikolaou has greatly contributed to the prevention and facing of cancer. Test Papanikolaou for the detection of uterus cancer constitutes one of the oldest and most credible preventive examinations for women. Furthermore women who have had the test Papanikolaou for detecting uterus cancer belong to the age group of 31 to 50 years old. In total the average of the women who have had the test pap is 54,8 years.

   Cytological examinations have been performed in nine anatomical areas (uterus, liver, choler cyst, respiratory system, amniotic liquid, molecules breast, wrinaly system, pleuristicfirid and head tested). The average age of patients tested is 49,9 years. The 89,6% of patients in total are women and 10,04% are men. The majority of patients tested belong within the age group of 31-50 years. Only 25 of the women tested were asked if they had an abortion, 44% of who answered said that they had had up to 4 abortions.

   The results of the cytological examinations for malignancy in total were negative at 91,8%, positive at 6,8%, finally 0,5% were found suspicious of malignancy while, 1,6% were inappropriate for examination.
